- Must be able to write not only short texts (letters, reviews etc.) but also 

express their opinions logically in an organized manner in writing.

● Course objectives
 To reach a proficiency level where the student is able to pass the Test of 
Proficiency in Korean (TOPIK) II Level 5 (190-229 points). The student 
should be able to perform linguistic functions required in research and 
professional duties in specialized fields, and be able to understand and 
express oneself even on unfamiliar topics spanning politics, economy, 
society and culture. The student should be able to use different forms of 
language depending on the contexts of spoken and written language.
