Course Description and Objectives:

The primary focus of this course will be using the steps of process writing effectively to give students additional tools to improve their writing.   We will focus on the longer essay form in this course and consider both our own texts and published texts.  Students will read and respond to their classmates’ written texts from several perspectives ranging from practical structural concerns to rhetorical practices.
A secondary, though no less important, focus is bolstering and further developing the confidence and comfort of students when they write in English.  

Class activities will include a variety of brainstorming activities, regular free-writing practice, and textual analysis from a rhetorical perspective.  You should expect to receive a lot of feedback, both written and verbal, from the instructor.  This course offers present, engaged, and active students the opportunity for a lot of writing and revision practice through individual and group work.
